Computer Settings

Below are a few pointers on how you can change the settings on your computer, (the look of the screen).

Begin 

1. Click the ‘Start’ button on the bottom left of your screen, a menu list will appear.

2. Choose  ‘Settings’, three further choices will appear.

3. Click ‘Control Panel’, a window will open.

4. Click ‘Display’, this takes you into the controller bit which deals with what the screen looks like.

At this point you should come across a picture of a computer screen, with a number of buttons on top: Background, Screen Saver, Appearance and Settings. There may be more, but it all depends on your version of Windows.

To continue:

5. Click ‘Appearance’, this gives you a number of choices.

6. Half way down on the left hand side of the screen is a section called  ‘scheme’, just below this, is a box which probably says ‘ windows standard’, to the right of this box is a button which controls what is in the box.  Click this button, a list of choices will appear and you can now scroll up and down.

At this point you have a choice of what you want the screen to look like, its appearance. 

Example: select the scheme, ‘high contrast black’, click the ‘OK’ button at the bottom of the screen, this will immediately change the look of your screen.  This appearance will last for 5 mins and then will return to your original settings, usually ‘windows standard’. 

Repeat this process until you are happy with a ‘scheme’, just repeat the steps above for other choices.

(Remember, if you choose a scheme which has ‘large’ or ‘extra large’ at the end, you might not be able to see the whole screen at once, but try it out.)

When you have a scheme you like, instead of pressing ‘OK’, this time press ‘ Apply’, using ‘Apply’ will set your choice as ‘default’ the ‘Apply’ button is to the right of ‘OK’. Every time you turn on the computer, its scheme will be the one you applied last.

To exit from the Display window, click ‘File’ at the top of the screen and select ‘Exit’.  When closing any window, try to go through ‘File’ and NOT the cross at the top right.

The whole thing takes a bit of getting use to but you can’t ‘break it’, famous last words. Just follow the steps above and things will be fine.
